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business, both now and in the future.

Are twio CAT-5 points alteady available for each user? I 5o, a traditional approach
will be cheaper and probably have more functionality. If not, compace the costs of
2 VolP solution with those of a CAT-S installation just to make sure.

Invest in a Network Health Check to establish what changes need to be made,
and the associated costs in order to configure your LAN/WAN for QoS.
Ideally your VoIP system should support Peer-to-Peer connectivity and anti-
tromboning for site-to-site communications

Decide on the bandwith that the VoIP calls will use over your network and
especially over any leased lines. Make suce your system supports the right F1323

compression codecs. Discuss them with your provider in detail
